EVIDENCE UPDATES

A Mapping Literature Review of Medical Cannabis Clinical Outcomes and Quality 
of Evidence for Approved Conditions from 2016 to 2019
The Consortium conducted a systematic literature review to identify and evaluate the most
recently published literature that evaluated the effectiveness of marijuana for treatment of
approved conditions.

From the studies identified, there were few of high quality with low risk of bias. Some studies
suggested that certain treatment regimens have favorable risk-benefit when used as adjuvant
treatment for select conditions, such as chronic pain and certain pediatric seizure disorders. 

The authors concluded that more evidence is necessary to inform policy and treatment guidelines
as this is currently insufficient for many conditions.

The Consortium for Medical Marijuana Clinical Outcomes Research plans to launch its recruitment
for the first patient cohort of current medical marijuana patients and individuals planning to start 
using medical marijuana.

The patient cohort will be asked to respond to several surveys:
• To examine the impact of medical marijuana on physical/mental health and quality of life
• To examine how patients choose specific medical marijuana products and dose to achieve 

optimal effects
• To track side effects associated with medical marijuana use including cannabis use disorder

The Consortium plans to recruit at least 700 adult participants to complete a sequence of surveys 
about their general health, history of cannabis and other drug use, medical marijuana use and related 
health outcomes.
